4.2 There is a $10 charge per regatta for non members.

7.2 One race constitutes a regatta. Each regatta will be scored separately.

Trophies will be awarded for 1st & 2nd place, and 
3rd place if there are more than 5 competitors, at the next scheduled UKSC General Membership Meeting.
